V2:  We begin by remembering the Saints of the ages, friends of God and prophets, and ask that they pray with us for the needs of the world.

V3:  We remember all the victims of war throughout the ages, those who were persecuted, those who died from battle wounds, and those who bore the trauma of war for all their years. We are especially mindful of those who have died this year from wars in Syria, Yemen, and Ukraine.

We remember all who died from Covid-19 and other diseases that have devastated humanity, and those who died because they could not access needed care due to inadequate medical resources.

We remember those who had died due to genocidal polices of governments in the present as well as the past: children who died at the Indian Residential Schools and those who later died as a result of the trauma they experienced. 
All: We remember them.  (Presider lights candle from the Christ Candle)
V2:  We remember those who died because they did not feel accepted in society because of their gender identity whether transgender, gay, lesbian, two-spirit or other non-binary identity.

We remember those who have died from drug overdoses or because of alcohol or other drug dependencies and those who died by suicide.

We remember those who died from gun violence in our streets, mass murders in places of worship, schools, and other public venues.  
All: We remember them.  (Presider lights candle from the Christ Candle)
V3:  We remember all those who have died as refugees and asylum seekers fleeing political or religious persecution or social unrest in their homelands. 

We remember the victims of fires, floods and other disasters.

We remember all creatures of God: creatures of sea, land and air that died because of human ignorance, neglect or greed. 
All: We remember them.  (Presider lights candle from the Christ Candle)
P:  We remember our beloved ones who have died, especially those entered on the Bulletin Board    Memorial Page and those we hold in our hearts, who are held in the Divine Embrace.  (I invite you to light your candle and hold it up to the screen during our song.)

Gospel: Luke 21.1-19
V6: A Reading from the Gospel attributed to Luke.
As Jesus looked up, he saw rich people putting their gifts into the temple treasury. He also saw a poor widow put in two very small copper coins. Jesus said to the disciples, “This poor widow has put in more than all the others. All the others gave out of their wealth. She, however, gave out of her poverty. She put in all she had to live on.” 
As Jesus was saying this, some people were remarking how the temple was adorned with beautiful stones and with great gifts dedicated to God. Wearily, Jesus said, “As for what you see here, the time will come when not one stone will be left on another. Every one of them will be thrown down.” 
“Teacher,” they asked, “when will these things happen? What will be the sign that they are about to take place?” 
Jesus replied: “Watch out that you are not deceived. Many will come in my name, claiming, ‘I am the one,’ and, ‘The time is near!’ Do not go after them. When you hear of wars and uprisings, do not be afraid. These things must happen first, but they do not mean the end is near.
Jesus continued: “Nations will rise against nation, kingdoms and empires will rise against each other. “There will be great earthquakes, great famines and plagues in various places. Terrifying sights and great signs will come from the sky, from the cosmos itself. 

“But before the end comes, you will be seized and persecuted. You will be handed over to synagogues and put in prison. You will be brought to trial before rulers and governors, and all on account of my name. In these very actions, you will bear testimony to me. So, do not fret in your hearts beforehand how you will defend yourselves. I will give you words and wisdom that none of your adversaries will be able to resist or contradict. But you will be betrayed even by your parents, by brothers and sisters, all siblings, relatives and friends. They will put some of you to death. You will be hated because of me. But not a hair of your head will be lost. Stand firm, endure, persevere, and you will gain Life.
