Preparatory Notes – Easter Vigil
In preparation for today’s liturgy you may want to create a prayer centre with some flowers or a plant, and a decorated cross. Have a candle and lighter at hand for the liturgy of light, a bowl of water for the waters of Baptism, and bread and wine for Eucharist. The liturgical colour for today is festive white and gold.

This night in the finale of the Triduum.  We return in silence to where we left off yesterday and keep vigil with hushed whispers of anticipation. Our coming together is something like a funeral vigil where people share stories about the one who died and tell of all the wonderful and crazy things they did.  We laugh and cry and bask in memories. No wonder the first part of the liturgy is story sharing. 

Our stories cover the expanse of time, from the beginning when no thing yet was, to the end of time when all things are restored to original blessing and eternal fullness in the Risen Cosmic Christ. 

We listen to readings about cosmic creation, covenant relationship, restoration from devastation, and transformation. They culminate with the account of an astonished Mary of Magdala encountering the Risen Christ at the empty tomb.  

The rich symbolism and ritual of the liturgy leads us, step by step, to the font of Baptism and the renewal of our Baptismal commitment to the Risen One and then sharing in the Paschal feast of heaven.  We celebrate the abundance that is found in the transforming power of love and our part in it.  The elements we prayed with throughout Lent appear tonight in the power of the Spirit, the light of the Risen Christ, the waters of Baptism, and the renewal of the earth. We are Easter people, raised by Christ to a higher state of consciousness of life in God.  By rejecting all that is false and living lives of faithful service, we have the sure hope of sharing his victory over death and living in the Light no darkness can extinguish.  

We will have the traditional blessing of Easter baskets at the end of the liturgy. You are welcome to bring your baskets of Easter foods, as you wish.

We begin our vigil with Story and Song, that break through darkness and lead us to the Waters of Baptism and the Table of Eucharist.  
FIRST SET OF READINGS: BIRTHING THE COSMOS
Cosmic creation and the human experience of “stars” among us are connected in this set of readings. 
A Reading from Genesis 1:1-3
V1: In the beginning, when God created the cosmos, and within it, the earth,
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   the earth was a formless void. Darkness covered the face of the deep. 

The Spirit, in a sweeping wind, hovered over the waters. 

God said, “Light!” And there was light.

V2: Stars beyond the stars. . .

There are stars beyond the visible stars where 

there is no risk of burning up or colliding; 

where astral travelers wander in other heavens… 

Those stars have inherited the shining light of God 

and are neither joined nor separated from each other. 

Souls whose rising sign derives from those stars 

are like meteors burning all that stands in their path. 

Held between the two fingers of God, they emanate light 

that is unaffected by disharmony.

SECOND SET OF READINGS: ENVISIONING COVENENTAL LIFE

FORTH SET OF READINGS: THE EMERGING DANCE
Both readings capture the “Emerging Dance” theme.
