All: God of love in relationship, you hear our prayer
For the healing of the earth, that as Church we may be faithful to the call to stand in solidarity and harmony with your creation and to care and nurture the planet as a loving mother, we pray:
All: God of love and nurture, you hear our prayer

For our Muslim community, who also journey through the holy time of Ramadan; for the First Peoples of our land who cry out for justice and towards peace and reconciliation; for an end to all types of discrimination, racism, and a healing of past wrongs, we pray:


All: God who embraces each, you hear our prayer
For the needs of one another; for those who have asked for our prayers; for those who have offered to pray for us; for our personal intentions, those written in the Chat, and those we hold in the silence of our hearts (silent moment), we pray:
All: God of infinite love, you hear our prayer
